1. We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of Madras Special Economic Zone (MEPZ) Authority,
Chennai, as on 31 March 2023, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts and Payments Account
for the year ended on that date under Section 19(2) of the Comptroller & Auditor General’s (Duties,
Powers & Conditions of Service) Act, 1971. These financial statements are the responsibility of the
Authority’s management. Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements
based on our audit.

2. This Separate Audit Report (SAR) contains the comments of the Comptroller & Auditor General of
India (CAG) on the accounting treatment only regarding classification, conformity with the best
accounting practices, accounting standards, disclosure norms, etc. Audit observations on financial
transactions with regard to compliance with the Law, Rules & Regulations (Propriety and Regularity)
and efficiency-cum performance aspects, etc., if any, are reported through Inspection Report/ CAG’s
Audit Reports separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in India.
These standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about
whether the financial statements are free from material misstatements. An audit includes examining,
on a test basis, evidence supporting the amounts and disclosures in the financial statements. An
audit also includes assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by
management, as well as evaluating the overall presentation of financial statements. We believe that
our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.

4. Based on our audit, we report that:

i. We have obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best of our knowledge
and belief were necessary for the purpose of our audit, subject to certain observations made in
subsequent paras.

ii. The Balance Sheet, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts and Payments Account dealt
with by this report have been drawn up in the format approved by the Ministry of Finance,
Government of India.

iii. In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been maintained by the
Madras Special Economic Zone Authority, Chennai as required in the rules and regulations of the
Authority, subject to our comment detailed below, in so far as it appears from our examination of
such books.

iv. We further report that:

A. BALANCE SHEET
Reserves & Surplus (Sch-2) -39,84,24,823.43
This represents funds received as capital grant for meeting specific purposes of creating infrastructure
under various projects but remained untilised as on 31 March 2023. The unspent grant should have
been shown under Earmarked Funds (Sch -3). The wrong accounting treatment has resulted in
overstatement of Reserves & Surplus with corresponding understatement of Earmarked Funds to the
extent of 9.84 crore each.

B. GENERAL

1. The employees of erstwhile SEZ is continuing to give their services to MSEZ Authority (Autonomous

Body). Due to delay in issuance of administrative order for transfer of employees from SEZ to MSEZ
Authority, the pay & allowances of these employees, has been drawn through budget support of
Ministry of Commerce but not shown as Establishment expenses in the Income and Expenditure
Account of the Authority. Thus, the surplus disclosed is not reduced by pay and allowances of the
employees and hence showing an inflated surplus figure.

The Authority has the liability to refund the pay and allowances to the Ministry. The fact of non-
accounting of establishment expenses of these employees in the books of accounts of Authority and
arriving of surplus/deficit in Income & Expenditure Account without considering the establishment
expenses need to be disclosed in the Notes to Accounts. This issue was insisted in previous years as
well.
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2. A fire accident occurred at AGARAM start up units in SDF — 1 on 29.03.2023 and the cost of the
building as booked in the accounts is ¥75.45 lakh. However, the fact that cost of damages involved
was not assessed yet was not disclosed in the Notes to Accounts.

C. GRANTSIN AID
The Authority has not received any Grants in aid during the year 2022-23.

D. MANAGEMENT LETTER
Deficiencies which have not been included in the Audit Report have been brought to the notice
of the Development Commissioner, Madras Special Economic Zone Authority, Chennai through a
management letter issued separately for remedial/corrective action.

E. NET EFFECT OF AUDIT
The nature of the observations detailed reflect some deficiencies in the accounting system and hence
complete information is not captured correctly in the financial statements. The entity is advised to get
a detailed internal audit done to remove these deficiencies.

i. Subject to our observations in the preceding paragraphs, we report that the Balance Sheet,
Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts and Payments Account dealt with by this report
agree with the books of accounts.

ii. In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to us,
the said financial statements read together with the Accounting Policies and Notes to Accounts,
and subject to the significant matters stated above and other matters mentioned in the Annexure
to this Audit Report, give a true and fair view in conformity with accounting principles generally
accepted in India.

CAPITAL GRANTS RECEIVED AND UTILIZED

e Opening balance of Rs. 28.24 lakhs out of Rs. 100 lakhs received as capital grant in FY 2009-2010 towards
infrastructure development and held under the head “Capital Reserve”, an amount of Rs 2.82 lakhs
have been transferred to Profit and Loss Account as deferred income (in proportion to the depreciation
charged on asset created from the grant, namely “CC Roads”) and reflected under the head “Assets
acquired out of grants received” in Schedule-18 in accordance with Accounting Standard 12 — Accounting
for Government Grants issued by ICAI.

e During the FY 12-13, an amount of Rs 168 lakhs was received as capital grant from Ministry of Commerce
and Industry towards Design, Development of “Entrance Automation Mechanism with Access Control
and Boom Barriers”. The project is funded by Central Government under ASIDE project. The technical
project cost is Rs. 370.00 lakhs, being partly funded by Government of India directly for the project and
hence capital commitment on this account is Rs.202 lakhs for the MEPZ Authority. The said Project got
completed during FY 2017-18 and hence capitalized the same and funds being received for the same got
amortized to the extent at which the asset created out of such grant is depreciated. An amount of Rs.
9.19 lakhs have been transferred to Profit and Loss Account as deferred Income for the FY 2022-23.

e The Authority spent the amount of Rs. 60 lakhs received in FY 2012-13 as first instalment on the ASIDE
project towards ‘Upgradation of Tambaram-Tiruneermalai-Burma Colony Road’ and capitalized the
expenditure under the head “Road Infrastructure (From TN IDCL-Grant 1)”. As per accounting policy of
the Authority, an amount of Rs. 2,32,452.00 lakhs have been transferred from “Capital Reserve” to Profit
and loss Account for the FY 2022-23.

e The Authority spent the amount of Rs. 40.41 lakhs against an advance payment of Rs.50 lakhs on the
ASIDE project towards ‘Revamping of street lights in Tambaram - Burma Colony Road’ (From TN IDCL-
Grant 2) received in FY 2012-2013. As per accounting policy of the Authority, an amount of Rs. 1.94 lakhs
have been transferred from “Capital Reserve” to Profit and loss Account for the FY 2022-23.

e The Authority spent the amount of Rs. 136.00 lakhs against an advance payment on the “Solar Photo
Voltaic Off Grid Power Plant” out of Rs.100 lakhs were received in FY 2013-2014. As per accounting
policy of the Authority, an amount of Rs. 0.62 lakhs have been transferred from “Capital Reserve” to
Profit and loss Account for the FY 2022-23.

e During the FY 2018-19 the authority received Rs. 63.00 lakhs as the first installment against the
sanctioned amount of Rs. 125.00 lakhs for “Revamping of 1 MLD Sewerage Treatment plant” at Madras
Export Processing Zone - SEZ under Trade Infrastructure for Export Scheme (TIES). The project has been
completed and balance Capital Grant of Rs. 62 lakhs is receivable as on 31st March 2019. However,
the cost incurred on “Revamping of 1 MLD Sewerage Treatment plant” project was Rs.241.04 lakhs
and an amount of Rs.107.84 lakhs is arrived at by MSEZ Authority towards grant receivable under
TIES. Accordingly, grant amount of Rs. 44.84 lakhs [Rs. 107.84 lakhs — Rs. 63 lakhs] was received on
23rd March 2021. As per accounting policy of the Authority, an amount of Rs. 5.59 lakhs have been
transferred from “Capital Reserve” to Profit and loss Account for the FY 2022-23.

e During the FY 2021-2022 the authority received Rs. 854 lakhs as first installment against the sanctioned
amount of Rs. 1708.00 Lakhs for “Construction of Trade Facilitation Centre”. The project is yet to be
started and work contract is yet to be awarded as on reporting date viz., 31 Mar 2023. The interest
amount of Rs. 21,75,530 earned during the financial year 2022-23 on the grant is classified as payable
under the head “sundry Creditors for others” under “Schedule 7- Current liabilities and Provisions”
to Balance sheet as on 31 Mar 2023 since “interest and other earnings against the grant-in-aid” is to
be repaid to the Department of Commerce, Ministry of Commerce and Industry after finalization of
accounts relating to the project.
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The estimated cost of the above project is Rs.3826.00 Lakhs and the contribution of Government of India
under TIES is Rs.1708.00 Lakhs. Cost escalations, if any, will have to be borne by MSEZ Authority.

TAXATION

e The Authority has applied for exemption from Income Tax to the Department of Income Tax India. Hence
in the view of there being no taxable income, no provision for tax has been considered necessary.

FIXED ASSETS AND DEPRECIATION

e Assets consisting of Land, Building, and other assets have not been transferred from MADRAS SEZ to
MADRAS SEZ Authority till 31st March, 2023 because the valuation of these assets are awaited.

e Grant of Rs 400 lakhs (Rs. 200 lakhs on 31.03.2009 and Rs. 200 lakhs on 31.03.2012) against sanction
amount of Rs. 426 lakhs, was received by Development commissioner from ASIDE with regard to
augmentation of administrative building. On submission of work completion bill dated 27-Sep-2013 by
contractor for Rs 416.99 lakhs balance of Rs 16.99 lakhs were paid by MEPZ Authority and capitalized to
Building account. The original value and addition made to administrative building is yet to be transferred
by the Development Commissioner to the MEPZ authority.

INTRODUCTION

The Department of Commerce, Ministry of Commerce and Industry, Government of India, New Delhi had
set up Madras Export Processing Zone (MEPZ) in the year 1984 with the objectives of boosting exports,
generating employment and attracting investments. The Zone was initially set up in an area of 99 acres
(Phase —1). Subsequently, due to the increase in demand for space in the Zone, the adjoining area of 163
acres was added and thus, the total area of MEPZ today is 262 acres. The Zone became operational in the
year 1985-86. Madras Export Processing Zone was converted as MEPZ Special Economic Zone on 01.01.2003
with the introduction of SEZ Policy followed by enactment of SEZ Act in 2005 and SEZ Rules in 2006. There
are about 102 Units operating in MEPZ SEZ. The Zone provides direct employment to more than 34,750
persons.

1. FACILITATION AND DEVELOPMENT

MEPZ SEZ Authority has facilitated the establishment of Industries within the Zone by providing a congenial
and business friendly environment for them. With basic infrastructure like Roads, Power, Water, Sewage
Treatment Plant, Security, etc. being taken care of well, the industrial Units are in a position to focus on their
core activities. Starting from issuance of Letter of Approval to providing various other auxiliary services, the
MEPZ SEZ Authority has enabled business development in an expeditious manner. It has created an enabling
environment for the industries to invest and grow from this Zone. The constant growth in the Investment,
Exports and Employment of the Zone is a proof of the efforts of the MEPZ SEZ Authority in facilitating and
developing the Zone into world class industrial hub.

2. STRUCTURE AND FUNCTIONS
Structure of MEPZ SEZ Authority:

SEZ Authorities are established by the Department of Commerce, Government of India under Section 31

of SEZ Act, 2005. The functioning of the Authority is governed by Special Economic Zones Authority Rules,
2009. The Department of Commerce constituted the 1st MEPZ SEZ Authority vide Notification No: S.0.2320
(E) dated 27th February 2009. The composition of the MEPZ SEZ Authority, for the year 2021-22, as notified
by the Department of Commerce, Government of India Gazette Notification vide dated 10th November
2021 is as follows:

6. AUDITED ANNUAL STATEMENT OF ACCOUNTS
The Accounts of the MEPZ SEZ Authority are prepared and maintained by a professional CA firm selected
by the Authority through E-Tendering process. The Annual Statement of Accounts are prepared in the form
prescribed by the Central Government.

The Accounts of the MEPZ SEZ Authority are audited by the Comptroller and Auditor General of India
every year. The Accounts of the Authority as audited and certified by the CAG is attached with this Report.

7. MAINTENANCE OF THE ZONE
MEPZ SEZ Authority is responsible for the regular maintenance of the Zone. During the year 2022-2023
the maintenance and upkeep of the Zone were carried out through M/s. WAPCOS Limited. The works like
Housekeeping, Landscaping, Water Supply, Security, Garbage Collection, Maintenance of Sewage Treatment
Plant etc., are outsourced to external agencies selected through due tender process.

In addition to the above, MEPZ SEZ Authority also takes up civil infrastructure as per the requirements of
the Units in the Zone.

8. FACILITIES CREATED/AVAILABLE IN THE ZONE
The MEPZ SEZ Authority has created the following facilities for the orderly and smooth functioning of the
industrial units within the Zone:

e Well developed Plots in size ranging from 1 to 5 acres are available in the Zone. There are 144 such plots
where industrial units have set up their production facilities.
e Standard Design Factory (SDF) Buildings having a total area of 91,174 sq.mt. divided into 226 modules.

e RCC roads along the length and breadth of the Zone, with provisions for storm water drains and cable
ducts.

e Supply of water to all the Units as per their requirements.
e A Sewage Treatment Plant with a capacity of 1 MLD for treatment of sewage generated within the Zone.

e LED Street lights along all the roads within the Zone maintained by M/s. Energy Efficiency Services
Limited (a Public sector undertaking company under the Ministry of Power)

e A Solar Power Plant with a capacity of 70 KW per hour.

e 24x7 Security through the Security personnel hired from M/s. Tamil Nadu Ex-Servicemen Corporation
Limited (TEXCO), a Government of Tamil Nadu Undertaking.

e RFID based Access Control System for both pedestrians as well as vehicles.
e Creche facilities for the children of workers in the Zone run by a Private Agency and MEPZMA.
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¢ In addition to the above, the Zone has a Post Office, Bank, ATMs, a Warehouse, a Weighbridge, a
dedicated Telephone Exchange and a Health Centre.

9. FINANCE AND REVENUE:

The major sources of revenue for the MEPZ SEZ Authority are Annual lease rent, Security charges, Garbage
collection charges and Water supply charges collected from the Industrial Units and the Toll fee collected for
entry of vehicles into the SEZ. All the expenditure of the Authority is met from the revenue generated. The
accounts of the Authority are maintained by a Chartered Accountant firm and are subject to audit by the
Comptroller and Auditor General of India. The audited accounts of the Authority for the year 2022-2023 is
enclosed along with this report. Surplus funds of the Authority are invested in Term Deposits in Banks.

10. RATE OF CHARGES FOR THE YEAR 2020-21: 2022-23 NO CHANGE
a. Lease rent for the Plots: 176/- per sqgm per annum.
b. Lease rent for the SDF Modules: %1,948/- per sqgm per annum. NO CHANGE
c. Water Charges: ¥ 150 per kilo litre.
d. Security Charges: @ 7% of the Lease rent.
e. Garbage Charges: Slab rate based on the area occupied by the industrial units.

11. AUCTION AND ALLOTMENT OF PLOTS/SDF MODULES

Plots and SDF Modules vacated by Units exiting the Zone are being put on e-auction conducted by M/s.
MSTC Limited (a Government of India Undertaking) in a transparent and fair manner. The highest bidder
in the e-auction gets the allotment of the vacant Plots/SDF Modules. Security Deposit and Development
charges were collected from the allottees before allotting the Plot/SDF Module.
